Fees  
No secret that fee increases wer e foremost on everyoneõs mind.  
General agreement that an increase was needed to keep Zonta 
alive - but the proposal to make the increase retroactive - so that 
most clubs would have to approach their members for an extra 

bit of money ñthat caused some angst.  In some clubs this would go against the laws of 
the land.  

Result : Fees to International increase by $15US effective June 1, 2009.  To help 

International get through this year, members are requested to make a donation  of $15 in 
lieu of the fee increase.  

Perspective:   I believe this was the right thing to do, and I hope Victoria will volunteer 

the additional funds.  Itõs not great that International allowed expenses to begin to 
overtake revenue, but I believe, to them, it is a lesson learned and we might exp ect more 
gradual increases in future.
